Catechism Corner - Canonization of Carlo Acutis

Carlo Acutis, born May 3, 1991 in London moved to
northern Italy shortly after his birth. Upon receiving
his first Communion in June 1998 the Eucharist
became the center of his life. Carlo led a normal life
with his family and friends. He enjoyed playing
soccer, eating ice cream, listening to music etc. but
Christ always came first in his life. His other passion
and skill with computers allowed him to meticulously
organize a display 142 documented Eucharistic
miracles. When he was fifteen years old he became ill
and was diagnosed with M3 fulminant leukemia. He
took the news of his illness with grace by keeping
Christ his priority. He died on the morning of October
12, 2006. People started to pray for his intercession
and many miracles were attributed to those prayers. He
was named Servant of God in November 2016 by the
bishop of Milan, Cardinal Angelo Scola. He was
declared Venerable in July, 2018 by Pope Francis and
Beatified on October, 2020 just two days before the
14th anniversary of his death. You may pray to St.
Carlo Acutis at our recently constructed shrine in his
honor at Our Lady’s.
