Upcoming Adult Religious Education Classes

What is it?

A two-month program will be offered for adults who 
are interested in becoming Catholic by receiving the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist, and/or                
Confirmation.

Where will it be?

It will take place at the school conference room, the 
first room to the right as you enter the main entrance 
of the school.

When will it take place?

The classes will be after the 11 am Mass on the      
Sundays of January 11, January 25, February 1,      
February 8, February 22, March 1, and March 8. They 
will begin around 12:15 pm and end in about an hour.

How will it be accomplished?

Because of the short time frame available, we’ll use 
the yellow-colored YOUCAT book which is a summary 
of the Catechism of the Catholic Church. You can   
either obtain a personal copy of the YOUCAT or 
purchase one from the parish office.

Why go?

The purpose of the program is to help adults embrace 
the Catholic faith and receive the sacraments, giving 
them the tools they need to spend eternity with God in 
Heaven.
